Entries are on a first come first served basis and numbers will be restricted to 24 dogs.
The aim of the day: To provide a safe space for handlers to learn about gundog training, maybe for the first time and to progress both dogs and handlers beyond their current standard of work with a view to taking part in the Eastern Counties Golden Retriever Club Novice Dog/Novice Handler working test or Show Gundog Working Certificate later in the year.

Meet: 9.30am for a 10.00am start.

Programme: We will divide into groups according to ability/aspirations. Those looking to participate in the Novice Dog/ Novice Handler working Test or the Show Gundog Working Certificate will be together, those with puppies or handlers who have never dipped a toe in the working water before will make a further group and finally there will be a group for those who have come to the event for a number of years and now see themselves as “improvers”. The ND/NH groups will run through the exercises that make up the Novice Dog/Novice Handler Working Test. They are heelwork, a seen (or marked) retrieve, a hidden (or blind) retrieve, a left and right and a retrieve from water, which is also an element of the Show Gundog Working Certificate. This year the availability of water is problematic but if it is not available your tutor will be able to give you plenty of hints and tips to teach your dog this skill. 
The beginners group and the improvers will be provided with tuition according to their individual requirements.

There will be a break for lunch after which groups will swap ground to allow everyone the opportunity to experience different ground. The day should finish in the region of 3.00pm.

Route: From Ipswich take the A12 towards Lowestoft. After by-passing Woodbridge take the 1st turning on the left to Bredfield. Do not deviate from this road. After by-passing Bredfield the next named village is Debach. Parking will be available on the left   just after Apple Tree.

From Norwich, come off the A140 at the A14 and travel through Coddenham staying on the main road until you reach a “T” junction on a bend, follow the road left & you will pass through Ashbocking before passing Otley Agricultural college on your right. At the next “T” junction turn right and then 1st left turning which will be signposted to Debach. Pass Debach Enterprises and Clopton Industrial Park on your right and take the next turning on your right. Parking will be sign posted on your right.

NB Sat-Nav Users: There are at least 2 addresses with IP13 6BZ post code in the village & they are no where near each other! 

Exercise: Please park on either side of the road – not on the grass. You may exercise your dogs on the grass either side of the road. Please do not park on it. Thank you.

Please note: Cars will not necessarily be on the same piece of ground as that on which all the training will take place. Please do not bring additional dogs to those you had planned to work with you. They will not be readily accessible to keep an eye on.
